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We don't always see living animals as we walk through the desert.
They are out there, but many desert animals are nocturnal and therefore sleep
during the day. Or, they hide when they hear us. But, if we look we can find

evidence of animal life.

Here is a list of some of the animal evidence you might see/find:

¢ burrows in the ground ¢ spider webs

¢ bird nests in a plant ¢ sﬁed skins of a snake or insect

® animal scat (droppings) ¢ holes where an animal has been digqing
o animal bracks ¢ pieces of dead insects, animal bones, fur,
